478 patients with asthma have been seen since July 1st, 2023, at a Toledo Public School District (TPS) School Based Health Center (SBHC).  

378 patients have taken an Asthma Control Test (ACT) in the past 12 months, with the most recent average ACT score being 21.6. 

69% of patients with persistent asthma had an Asthma Action Plan (AAP) in the past 12 months, with a 9% increase in patients receiving 

an AAP from beginning of school year to the end.    

67% of patients with an ACT <20 that had a controller medication prescribed in the past 12 months.   

 40 referrals were made from TPS staff to the HPWO SBHC asthma program, with 60% of the referrals enrolled in the program.
