HIV Among Persons Who Inject Drugs (PWIDs) in Ohio, 2023

There were 861 new diagnoses of HIV reported in Ohio in 2023. Of these, 10% (n=87) were among PWIDs. The
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) reported 38,054 people were newly diagnosed with HIV in the
United States in 2023. Of these, 3,626 (10%) were among PWIDs.!

Of the 861 new diagnoses of HIV reported in Ohio in 2023, 6% (n=50) were reported with a transmission category of
injection drug use (IDU), and 4% (n=37) were reported with a transmission category of male-to-male sexual
contact/IDU.

Of the 87 reported new diagnoses of HIV among PWIDs in Ohio in 2023, 77% (n=67) were among males, while 23%
(n=20) were among females.

Seventy-two percent (n=63) of the newly reported diagnoses of HIV among PWIDs in Ohio in 2023 were among White
people, while 20% (n=17) were among Black/African American people.

From 2017 to 2019, there was a sustained increase in new diagnoses of HIV among PWIDs reported in Hamilton
County, and a similar increase in 2021 in Butler County.

Seventy-six percent (n=72) of PWIDs diagnosed with HIV in Ohio in 2022 were linked to care within 30 days of
diagnosis.
