State, Regional, and National Data:

Ohio Surveillance Data:

The Ohio Department of Health Laboratory has tested 764 specimens for influenza during the 2021-2022 influenza season:
of these, 2 tested positive for influenza A(HIN1pdmO09), 684 for influenza A(H3N2), 5 for influenza B, and 1 for swine
variant influenza A(H3N2v) (through 04/30/2022).

The National Respiratory and Enteric Virus Surveillance System (NREVSS) and U.S. World Health Organization (WHO)
Collaborating Laboratories reported 154,820 tests for influenza performed at participating facilities; of these, 11 tested
positive for influenza A(HIN1pdm09), 1,263 for influenza A(H3N2), 3,767for influenza A (subtyping not performed), 145
for influenza B, and 1 for swine variant influenza A(H3N2v) (through 04/23/2022).

One pediatric influenza-associated mortality has been reported so far during the 2021-2022 influenza season (through
04/30/2022).

One novel influenza A virus infection has been reported so far during the 2021-2022 influenza season (through
04/30/2022).

Incidence of confirmed influenza-associated hospitalizations in 2021-2022 season = 1670 (through 04/30/2022).

HHS Regional Surveillance Data*: During week 16 (April 17" — 23, 2022), the percentage of outpatient visits for influenza-like

iliness (ILI) in Region 5 (Ohio is in Region 5) was 1.8%, which is below the regional baseline of 2.5%.

National Surveillance Data*: During week 16 (April 17t" — 239, 2022), the majority of U.S. states reported Minimal or Low activity

reported by sentinel ILINet providers, a few sites reported Moderate or High activity. The percentage of outpatient visits for ILI was
2.1%, which is below the national baseline of 2.5%. Five HHS regions reported ILI levels below their region-specific baseline level.
National-level and regional-level data are reported one week later than Ohio state-level data

Antigenic Characterization: CDC has genetically characterized 1,034 influenza viruses collected since October 3, 2021. H3N2
viruses identified so far this season are genetically closely related to the vaccine virus, but there are some antigenic differences that
have developed as H3N2 viruses have continued to evolve.

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Sources of Influenza Surveillance Data

National Retail Data Monitor (NRDM)-OTC Drug Purchases: The NRDM collects over-the-counter
(OTC) drug sales information from approximately 1,420 Ohio chain drug stores and grocery stores.
For influenza surveillance, thermometer and adult cold relief sales are monitored on a weekly basis.
Due to abnormally high thermometer sales during the COVID-19 pandemic, the data from the 2019-
2020 and 2020-2021 influenza seasons has been omitted from the baseline average in the figure
above. A four-year average, which includes data from the 2015-2016 season through the 2018-2019
season, is displayed.

Emergency Department Visits (EpiCenter): EpiCenter collects emergency department chief
complaint data from 180 hospitals and urgent care facilities across Ohio in real time and classifies
them into symptom and syndrome categories. Chief complaints from the constitutional syndrome
category and the fever + ILI symptoms classifier are analyzed for influenza surveillance. EpiCenter
data from the 2020-2021 influenza season has been omitted from the five-year baseline average due
to data instability and effects of the COVID-19 pandemic. A five-year average, which includes data
from the 2015-2016 season through the 2019-2020 season, is displayed in the figure above.

Sentinel Providers (ILINet): Sentinel providers, through the US Influenza-like lliness Surveillance
Network (ILINet), collect outpatient influenza-like illness (ILI) data. ILI is defined as a fever (> 100 F),
and cough and/or sore throat. Providers report the total number of patients seen and the number of
patients with ILI by age group on a weekly basis. Sentinel providers also submit specimens for
influenza testing to the ODH laboratory throughout the influenza season. There are 56 sentinel
providers enrolled in Ohio for the 2021-2022 influenza season. ILINet data from the 2020-2021
influenza season has been omitted from the five-year baseline average due to abnormally low
percent ILI counts reported during the COVID-19 pandemic. A five-year average, which includes data
from the 2015-2016 season through the 2019-2020 season, is displayed in the figure above.

ODH Laboratory Surveillance: The Ohio Department of Health Laboratory reports the number of
specimens that test positive for influenza each week. Generally, specimens are submitted by sentinel
provider participants. A subset of the positive specimens is sent to CDC for further testing during the
season.

Influenza-associated Hospitalizations (ODRS): Influenza-associated hospitalizations are reported to
ODH from local health departments and hospitals by direct entry into the Ohio Disease Reporting
System (ODRS). Hospitalizations can be used as an indicator of the severity of illness during a
particular influenza season. This condition became reportable in 2009. Influenza-associated
hospitalization data from the 2020-2021 influenza season has been omitted from the five-year
baseline average due to abnormally low counts reported during the COVID-19 pandemic. A five-year
average, which includes data from the 2015-2016 season through the 2019-2020 season, is displayed
in the figure above.




¢ Influenza-associated Pediatric Mortality (ODRS): Influenza-associated pediatric mortalities are
reported into ODRS by local health department and hospital staff. Pediatric deaths can be an
indicator of the severity of iliness during the influenza season. This condition became reportable in

2005.

e National Respiratory and Enteric Virus Surveillance System (NREVSS): The National Respiratory and
Enteric Virus Surveillance System (NREVSS) is a laboratory-based system that monitors temporal and
geographic patterns associated with the detection of respiratory syncytial virus (RSV), human
parainfluenza viruses (HPIV), respiratory and enteric adenoviruses and rotavirus. There are 10

facilities in Ohio that submit data to this system.

Ohio Public Health Regions: These counties comprise the Ohio Public Health Regions described in the figures
