Sealants are plastic coatings that keep food and germs out of the chewing surfaces of the 
back teeth and protect them from cavities. They are safe, easy to apply, and there are no 
drills or needles involved. It can also save you money and dental visits for fillings.

We will be coming to your child’s school to put 
dental sealants on 2nd and 6th graders’ back 
molar teeth.

Your child can get sealants at no cost if you sign and return the consent form as soon as 
possible. A letter will be sent home with your child after they receive sealants.
